NWtexnet recently commissioned independent research to
update the economic performance of the top 75 technical

textile companies in the region, Jan 2007 v Jan 2008, the

headline results:

GVA per company increased by 3.9%
GVA per employee increased by 10.7%

Note:

1. The performance measure used is Gross Value Added (GVA), this is
calculated as a sum of each companies annual profit before tax, plus
remuneration and depreciation. This is the standard measure used
across the UK public sector to measure economic performance.

2. TBR compared the GVA of the top 75 companies in Jan 2008 versus
Jan 2007. This information uses the most recent Companies House
return for the relevant company.

3. 75 of the region’s companies fall into the full accounts disclosure
category as specified by UK Companies House rules.
